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Currently there are twelve Public Safety Answering Points (PSAPS) within 

Broward County.  Recently the Broward County Commission approved 

funding for a regional communications system.  Having twelve PSAPS 

caused issues, not only in performance but also duplication of ser-

vices.  Beginning October 1, 2013 Broward County will assume all costs 

associated with communications and dispatch services.  This is the ini-

tial stage of the Regional Communications System.  Lieutenant Anthony 

Rosa has been the City of Sunrise representative throughout this proc-

ess and continues to serve in the best interest of the city, itõs residents 

and our employees.  As with any transition, there are many questions 

that we are not able to yet answer.  Be assured that we are striving to 

protect our employees and as well provide the most professional transi-

tion in services.  Please understand and recognize that as soon as we 

have answers we will share them with you.  In the long run, regional 

communications will provide more efficiency and better fiscal responsi-

bility.  Let me once again thank you for your patience during this transi-

tion.
